THE PRINCIPLES OF COMMUNICATIVE TEACHING AND THEIR ACTUALIZATION IN ONLINE
LEARNING PLATFORMS

The studying goals and the process of teaching and learning have been changed recently. Major
changes in approaches to language teaching, for example, include giving learners greater choice
considering the content and process of studying, developing students’ use of learning strategies,
facilitating role of a teacher, new forms of assessment which comply with a developing communicative
approach. But new goals as well as technical development nowadays require new means to study.
The learning platform Moodle is one of the options. But is an online learning platform able to correlate
with the basic principles of a communicative approach?

The thesis is focused on the problem of actualization of communicative approach principles in
teaching Maritime English via the Moodle online learning platform. It is based on the experience of
teaching Maritime English regarding the principles of communicative approach at Kherson State
Maritime Academy. All the assumptions about using the means of the online learning platform Moodle
are based on my personal experience of steering two Moodle courses.

The principles of teaching Maritime English communicatively are fully and elaborately stated in the
IMO Model Course 3.17. These are the following [1, 206]: Language as a practical tool of communica-
tion; Student-centred teaching; Active learning via student involvement; English taught through
English; Learning tasks reflecting real life communication.

The first principle Language as a practical tool of communication means that learners need to be
competent in each of the skill areas (listening, speaking, reading, writing) in order to combine and
utilize language systems effectively. On Moodle, listening and reading skills can be practiced by
means of posted audios / videos or texts using such activities as File, Page, URL, etc., as well as
copying them into the text section of any task. Writing may be trained by means of Essay, Forum or
Chat. But it's barely possible to practice speaking skills on Moodle as there is no activity, resource or
task which would include any element of oral communication.
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Student-centred teaching itself encourages active learning via student involvement. It includes in-
volving the student in the planning of the course, raising awareness of personal goals, encouraging
self-correction and assessment, etc.. For many students, an individual learning plan (ILP) is essential
to measure their progress [1, 208]. To reach this goal, a teacher can add the icons of completion
which would tick every task which is already done, s/he can set the possibility to redo the tasks in
order to encourage students’ self-correction.

English taught through English is establishing an English-speaking environment in the class. In-
stead of using the students’ first language to talk about English, the teachers explain in English. One
of the best ways to establish an English-speaking environment on Moodle is to set up the forced
language in your course settings. Whenever the students log in, they can read the information only in
the default language, the one chosen by the teacher. It positively influences the students’ ability to
work with English software onboard.

Speaking about Learning tasks reflecting real life communication it is needed to mention that by
means of the Moodle platform one cannot train the skills of VHF or internal onboard communication,
but can possibly practice writing e-mails to a company or home with the Essay tasks.

It is obvious that learners nowadays should be engaged in interaction and meaningful communi-
cation. Communication for them is both the means and the goal to study English. At Kherson State
Maritime Academy, the students mostly study English for their professional purposes but still need to
develop their listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills. The Moodle platform partially actualizes
the principles of communicative approach. It gives the possibility to practice listening, reading and
writing skills or establish an English-speaking environment but Moodle teachers need to study them-
selves how to use this platform in the way that students also could practice their speaking. For now,
the Moodle platform can be a usable supplementation to the classwork and develop the students’
computer literacy.
