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Technology has grown, a new model has moved from a teacher-centered
space to a more student-centered learning environment. The flipped classroom
creates meaningful learning opportunities by way of educational technologies,
There are many academic studies on flipped learning: the current study revealed
significant pedagogical benefits and issues using this pedagogical approach and
Moodle as the learning management system [1], aimed at investigating how
flipped learning could influence university students’ English language learning
experience and examining students” perceptions of the use of Moodle as the
course management system. The purpose of flipped learning is to help learners
engage in before-class study in order to encourage classroom participation for during-
class study and eventually to accomplish more fruitful learning outcomes [1].

A flipped classroom is a type of blended learning that reverses the traditional
learning environment, often online, outside of the classroom. Therefore, this
study examined the potentials of blended learning to achieve better quality in
higher education. Blended learning class students have high satisfaction because
of reasons such as more acquired skills, more independent study and
collaboration, more flexibility and more opportunities to review before face-to-
face classes [2], exam results and questionnaire statistics suggested that Moodle
applications might promote students motivation and autonomy to learn and
improve English language on condition that the interests, needs and expectations
of the teachers and students were truthfully defined and infrastructures of
institution were put into service of all components of the university body [3].

Another fact is that indicate how blended-learning approaches will assist
teacher educators to meet long-standing and newly emerged challenges, and help
future teachers to be reflective practitioners, better problem-solvers, and critical
thinkers [4].

Extensive coverage is given to flipped learning approach that allows English
teachers to implement a methodology using the Moodle platform and can assist
and monitor their students learning process as a facilitator or a guide. Of
particular note is of students to engage in meaningful activities without the
teacher being central. .

The flipped classroom can be equated with pedagogies such as active learning
and evaluate English teachers flip their classes by having students read text
outside of class, watch supplemental videos, or solve additional problems, but to
engage in flipped learning.
