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English proficiency is vital for seafarers because it ensures safe and effective
communication, adherence to international standards and regulations, and overall
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success in a globalized industry. Learning about their own country in English is part of
this broader need for language skills in the maritime field.

Maritime education and training in Kherson State Maritime Academy (KSMA),
Ukraine nowadays is in fully online mode. To teach cadets asynchronically KSMA uses
LMS MOODLE which contains e-courses on every discipline including English and
Philosophy.

Ukrainian philosophy is rich, diverse and rooted in ancient times. It includes the
influences of foreign and domestic thinkers, as well as unique experience accomplished
by historical events and cultural traditions. Studying the historical context allows
students to better understand contemporary ideas and values that shape Ukrainian
society.

The module «History of Philosophy in Ukraine» contributes students to develop
the ability to critical thinking, analyse various points of view and shape personal
reasoned opinions. Philosophy teaches the understanding of ethical principles and their
application in everyday life. It facilitates the formation of moral consciousness and
ethical responsibility to society. This is of particular importance in relation to Ukraine,
where historical and contemporary challenges require a deep understanding of ethics
and morality. Philosophy is an academic discipline, as well as a tool for personal growth,
contributing to cultural enrichment, ethical development and formation of a responsible
citizen. The module emphasises the importance of understanding one's own cultural and
intellectual heritage in the context of global challenges and opportunities, providing
students with the tools to positively influence society and global community [1].

Module «Ukraine» is studied by 1st year cadets while learning General English
course. LMS MOODLE «General English» e-course contains various activities including
the following: Assignment (students submit files, text, or other types of content.
Instructors can then grade and provide feedback); Quiz (various question types test);
Forum (online discussions); Choice (surveys or to gather preferences); Lesson
(structured content activities); Wiki (students to collaboratively edit content); Glossary
(dictionary with terms related to the course), etc. Figure 1 represents part of General
English course, module «Ukraine» which is devoted to the knowledge of Ukrainian cities,
culture and traditions.

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The module contains various presentations, games, links, videos, quizzes etc.
Games are uploaded on course with the help of SCORM packages. SCORM allows for the
inclusion of quizzes, tests, and assessments within e-learning modules [2]. It can report
assessment scores to the LMS. The example of SCORM is represented in Figure 2.

External presentations are embedded in e-course (e.g. Prezi website). Creating
and delivering presentations in English helps cadets improve their speaking and
communication skills. They learn how to express their ideas clearly and effectively, an
essential skill for seafarers who often need to communicate with colleagues and
superiors on ships, in ports, and in other maritime contexts. Figure 3 represent

The course also contains Databases. They allows students to create, view, and
search a bank of items. They can be used for collaborative projects, research, or data
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collection. Workshops are other peer assessment activities. Students can submit
assignments, and their peers can provide feedback and grading based on rubrics [4].

Chat activities also enable real-time text-based communication among course
participants. It can be used for scheduled office hours or group discussions. Teachers
can create surveys or questionnaires to collect feedback from students about the course
or particular activities. There are also External Tools. This activity allows teachers to
link to an external website or tool, integrating it into the Moodle course.

There are also web quests. Example is given in Figure 4.

WebQuests provide a dynamic and interactive way to practice and improve
English language skills by incorporating real-world tasks and authentic materials. They
make learning English more engaging and relevant, helping learners develop both their
language proficiency and essential life skills [5].

In summary, by demonstrating the importance of Ukrainian culture and
philosophy through the English language, cadets can play the role of ambassadors to
their country, broadening the horizons of Ukraine’s perception in the world. They can
show that Ukraine is a country with a rich history and culture, as well as a source of
valuable ideas and views. Students can also make a contribution to global discussions on
freedom, democracy and human rights. This, in turn, promotes strengthening the
international image of Ukraine as an active member of the global community interested
in building peace and advancing universal values.
