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THE PROBLEM OF DIFFERENTIATION AND DIFFERENTIATED APPROACH
TO LEARNING IN DIDACTICS AND METHODS OF PHYSICS

The current article studies the theoretical basis of differentiation and the differentiated approach. The issue
of differentiated studies in middle schools and colleges was analyzed from the academic perspective.

The essence of the concepts “differentiation”, “differentiated approach”, and “differentiated studies” is revealed.
Also, the peculiarities of their rendering conducted by various scientists are expressed. It was clarified that the renderings
are not equal, even if they share mutual semantic properties. It has been discovered that the differentiated approach,
imagined as an assembly of conceptual theses, defines the peculiarities of the differentiated approach technology and is
being employed by means of tier and field-specific differentiation.

The differentiated approach, being a physics studying strategy determinant due to the differentiation launch, can be
divided into five structure elements. This possibility is emphasized in the article. The elements are the differentiated approach
to the college students’ exemplary and individual features, the differentiated approach to the contents of the discipline; the
differentiated approach to the forms and means of the learning process; the differentiated approach to the management
of the learning activity of studying subjects; the differentiated approach to college students’ teaching technology. The
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concepts “differentiation”, “differentiated studying”, and “differentiated approach” are given definitions. It is clear that
the differentiation of knowledge acquires special importance concerning the differentiated physics learning realization.

It is possible to determine the features needed to gather the college students into groups for conducting the
differentiated physics studies. The following features are found out to be the basis of the learning n subject typology: the
level of progress in studying, the level of cognitive self-dependence, the level of learning subject cognitive development,
treatments of studying, the behavior towards the discipline, and working capacity. The practicability of the college
student group formation during the differentiated physics studies is specified. The group formation takes into account the
personal features, the individual experience (erudition, the experience of emotion and value-based treatment of various
activity kinds, the experience in creativity, and the ability to work independently), and the level of the motivational
sphere development. It is determined that the differences connected with these ratios between the students determine their
studying peculiarities and demand a teacher to apply the differentiated approach towards the essence, form, means, and

equipment of studying, along with the choice of the learning process management style.
